During the consultation for the building of the ex-
tended school, concerns were raised by parents and
local residents around increased traffic and parking
outside of school, particularly on Temple Road.

As a school we liaised with One Trafford and the
decision was made to speak to parents and local
residents about the feasibility of introducing a
School Street on Temple road between the
junctions with Dane Road and Broad Road- please
see attached map for clarity.
